Darling
 I finally got a letter from you today and it was such a relief.  Thank you for the picture although I think you're much better looking it looks something like you though and makes me homesick for you.
 We went to the symphony concert tonight and last night to hear the Mendlessohn Chorus last night.  They were both very good. I wish you could have been here to hear them you would have liked them both.  I saw Mrs. Snow tonight and she said that she wrote to you last night.  I’m glad you saw someone you knew I just have us speaking acquaintance with June I know her just slightly.
 In your letter you sounded so funny I don’t know quite how to explain the feeling it gave.  Not anger but something you said you guessed I have decided to wait until the war is over to get married.  I guess I have been purposely avoiding saying anything about it because I hardly knew what to say but I guess I had better now.  I do want to get married when you come home on furlough even though it may not be the wisest thing to do.  I want to have just as much happiness as possible but I knew all the time that daddy would be against it.  Every time I go home I drop a hint now and then about getting married this summer and daddy doesn’t make any bones about saying “when the war is over”.  I’ve had Lucille talk to him about it and he still feels the same way.  When Iris went to see them last week he told her he hoped I would have a better sense.  Now you see what I’m up against.  If he would only say he thought it was all right I wouldn’t hesitate.  He wouldn’t say much if I did because he told me that if I was determined to get married he couldn’t stop me.  All my life daddy has thought that I did everything right and he just sort of expected me to.  So far what he has wanted me to do, is for the most part what I wanted to do.  Maybe I’m a coward but I just can’t seem to go deliberately against his wishes although I may have to.  All the time I have been trying to see the other side, our side.  We’re young and in love and we want to get married, all the young people think it’s right but some of the older ones are rather dubious.  But my father’s cousin who lives in Provo said one day when I was there to dinner that if a couple is ready to get married they should not wait for an ideal time because an ideal time will never come.
 What do your folks think about it dear?  I know Nadine is all for it but I’m not quite sure of your mother and father.  Although it is our life we have got to consider those who are close to us.  I don’t know whether this letter makes things better or worse but that is the picture as I can see it now.  It may change but I’m afraid that’s just blind hope.  Then stranger things have happened.  I was so afraid daddy would kick up an awful rumpus when I decided to be engaged but he took it very well and thought it was all right although he didn’t think I ought to.   I’m glad I did and he’s never said one word and that’s because he likes you and that’s a good sign.
 I love you very much darling please understand what I’m trying to say.
